We will have a modified schedule for Tuesday and Wednesday before the shows at the 
studio. Dancers will share their dances with each other. This allows the dancers to practice 
performing in front of an audience, work on entrances and exits and exercise those 
fabulous smiles! Rehearsals are at DCS in regular dance clothes. 

 

RECITAL FEE: 
  

$65.00 per dancer – DUE MARCH 15th 
This is due per family (not per student) and assists with theatre/show costs, including but 
not limited to venue rental, tech staff, production staff, insurance, props, etc.  

  

DRESSING ROOM  
SUPERVISION: 
 
  

  

Each class must have 2 dressing room helpers who stay with the dancers in the dressing 
room and backstage. The sign-up is available through Signup Genius, which will be sent 
separately. Parents or sitters may help in your child’s class and watch the show from the 
wings (an exciting vantage point!). You may help with another class or parents in the class 
may choose to hire sitters (15 and older, please!).  Company dancers are not available as 
sitters as they are in all shows. Volunteers do not need a show ticket. Classes will not be 
able to perform without this supervision – do not wait until the last minute to help get this 
covered! The Signup Genius will be sent separately. Sorry dads, this is a female only job. 
 

 

THEATER/SHOW  
CALL TIME: 
 
(when dancers should 
be in the dressing

· Please have your dancer to their dressing room 30 minutes prior to show time. 
Company dancer call time is 1 hour. 
  

· Arrive at the theatre with hair and make-up done.  
 

· All costumes must be covered in the parking lot and theater! A large button front shirt, a 
dress or recital t-shirts make good cover ups over costumes. We want to maintain the 
integrity of the show and venue and not have costumes seen before or after the shows.  
 

· Upon arrival, check in your dancer at the dressing room and leave them with the dressing 
room helpers.   
 

· The shows will last approximately 1.5-2 hours with intermission. Dancers will remain 
backstage in their dressing room with their dressing room helpers until the end of the 
show. All classes will participate in the finale. 
 

· Dancers may bring coloring books, games, etc. while they are waiting backstage between 
  dances. 
 

·  Dry snacks only! Goldfish, pretzels, crackers, etc. are acceptable. No liquid, messy or 
   sticky snacks. Bring a water bottle. Make sure your dancer’s name is on all items. 
 

· At the end of the show, dancers may be picked up at their dressing room. For the safety 
  of each child, no one may be released until the end of the show and no performers may 
  be in the audience.

ONLINE TICKETING 
All show tickets are purchased online through Dance Recital Ticketing. With 4 shows and 
430 seats in the theater, we have ample seating for family & friends! Tickets are not sold at 
the studio. Any available tickets may be purchased at the door prior to each show. 
 

· Seating is reserved seating.  
 

· Please be considerate when purchasing tickets. If you purchase a large 
number of tickets, please be sure they will be used as tickets are non-refundable. 
Exchanges only.  
 

· Any child taking a seat must have a ticket.  Laps are okay for 3 and under. 
 

· Tickets:  $14.00 - adults | $10.00 children (12 and under) 
 

· Doors will open 30 minutes before show time.  
 

· Please supervise young children - no running in the theatre, lobby, etc.   
 

· No one is permitted backstage except studio staff, performers and dressing room helpers.  
  Please drop your dancer off at the dressing room upon arrival.
